Day two clearly showed that Mexico does not belong in the world title game. Also during the second group game Hugo Aguilera’s team could not hit to save their lives and lost again with huge numbers. Mexico was beaten with 12-0 by Great Britain and already had to put up with 23 goals.


For Belgium the tournament is also turning out disappointing. After the 3-1 defeat against Pakistan it faced loss against Australia too. Belgium lost with 1-7 but due to a favorable group division it still has prospect to the second round. In order to continue Pascal Kina’s men need to win the third and last group game against Chile. This should be possible since Australia already won from Chile with 12-0. However, Belgium should be warned as Australia had difficulties with Chile during the opening day. The Pakistani slightly won with 2-1.


In group A Korea showed that it belongs amongst the outsiders for the  title. The fast Koreans made great impression against the European champion Spain. Korea countered into a 3-1 victory and thus is ensured the second round. The same applies to Argentina. Being closely watched by sultan Azlan Shah the south Americans beat Malaysia with 0-1 by a penalty corner of Pedro Ibarra.


Title defender India has so far not made any impression. With non effective attacking play they still managed to win the first game against Egypt with some amazing combinations. The same happened during the second match. Without being a bright spark in the hockey area it managed to keep up India for a long time. In the end India hardly won with 3-2. The game between Germany and South Africa was also exciting. The goal post prevented equalizing the score for South Africa. Therefore Germany took the victory with 4-3.
