Major rules of the game, Rabo Junior World Cup 2005


In the first round, all countries will play against each other in one group. In other words, each country plays three matches. ( The number 1s, 2s and 3s from the first round continue in the tournament. The number 4s play against each other for places 13 to 16. ( All number 1s, 2s and 3s from the first round are divided into two groups of 6 countries for the second round. The countries keep their points from the qualifying round and then play one more match against the countries in their group that they did not play against in the qualifying rounds. ( The number 1s and 2s in these groups go on to the semi-finals. ( The two countries winning the semi-final face each other in the final.
